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The addition of $19.9 million in engineering and construction funding within the TIP period is primarily
due to a shift of funding from previous years based upon actual expenditures. The overall total project
cost has increased from $126.38 million in the FY2023 — FY2026 TIP to $133.58 million, an increase of
$7.2 million. The noise abatement addition accounts for $4.52 million of the $7.2 million, with the
balance from approved change orders during construction of the highway improvements. Per the October
29, 2014 memorandum of understanding executed by MDOT and the FHWA, this action is eligible to be
processed as an administrative modification as BRTB 66-1703-41 MC #22-41, 9/7/2022 is a project with
a cost greater than $10 million, and this action constitutes an increase in total funding no greater than 20
percent of existing total project cost.

The attached Statewide TIP (STIP) report documents MDOT’s requested modification with respect to
funding for the above projects. These requested actions will not impact scheduling or funding availability
for other projects in the current STIP, which remains fiscally constrained. The amended funding does not
affect the portion of federal funding programmed for transit or allocations of state aid to local
jurisdictions in lieu of federal aid. The federal Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Acts has resulted in
additional funding available for programming MDOT SHA projects.
